A. The of submission (v.22a)

e The word translated “subject” means “to ; to be ;orto _
to.”

e (Colossians 3:18

o “The wife is not a child, and she is certainly not a slave! She doesn’t stand in the center of
the house awaiting commands!”

e Submission is not putting yourself below your , it’s putting yourself below
the that God has for your marriage, and for your life.

e Paul goes on to say, “to your own husbands.” This defines the of a wife’s
submission.

Summary: The role of the wife is to manifest the type of submission to her husband that will
resemble the submission to her Lord and Savior.

B. The of submission (v.22b)

e “as to the Lord” doesn’t mean that a wife should submit to her husband as if he were
Himself! And it doesn’t mean that a wife should submit to her husband only as long as he does
what the wants.

e So what does “as to the Lord” mean?.

“With the same level of devotion that you give the Lord, submit to your husband — not only when
he plays his role well, but even when he doesn’t!”

e Submission has nothing to do with a husband’s giftedness, or his worthiness! It has everything to
do with the Lord Jesus Christ.
